I must remind you that we are fast approaching the September 30th deadline for UNM-Gallup faculty, staff, 
and students to upload their proof of full vaccination or approved religious or medical exemption. Individuals 
receiving approved exemptions will need to demonstrate negative test results for COVID-19.
